SUMMARY REPORT
October 2006 T June 2008

2006
Cary United Methodist Church Stephen Ministry was initiated by Pastor Carol Cory.

In the Fall of 2006 Pastor Cory recruited Kristen Fell, Beth Kreuger, Lori Seubert, Paul Carlberg and Sheila De-
Camp to attend an informational meeting at the Lutheran Church of the Atonement in Barrington, Illinois. During
that Fall Beth Krueger and Pastor Cory made a presentation on Stephen Ministry to the CUMC Natural Church
Development committee. Janice Prunier-King was recruited at that meeting.

In December of 2006 CUMC was formally enrolled as a Stephen Ministry Church.

2007 & 2008

Three CUMC members, Beth Krueger, Janice Prunier-King and Lori Seubert received 50 hours of Stephen Min-
istry Training from January to May of 2007 at the Lutheran Church of the Atonement. In the Spring of 2007
Pastor Cory, Kristen Fell and Janice Prunier-King and Beth Krueger completed Stephen Ministry Leader Train-
ing

Our first Commissioning of Stephen Ministers and Stephen Leaders was conducted on June 24, 2007. Beth
Krueger, Lori Seubert and Janice Prunier-King were commissioned as Stephen Ministers. Paul Carlberg was
recognized as a previously commissioned Stephen Minister. Pastor Cory, Beth Krueger, Kristen Fell and Janice
Prunier-King were commissioned as Stephen Ministry Leaders.

The Leadership Team met throughout the summer of 2007. We began recruiting Stephen Ministry candidates
and interviewing individuals to receive our care. Other churches with a Stephen Ministry were contacted to de-
velop partnerships for the Stephen Ministry Training. Christ United Methodist Church of Algonquin and St
Barnabas Lutheran Church joined with us for the Stephen Ministry Training which ran from September 2007
through February of 2008. Beth Krueger and Janice Prunier-King from CUMC and Arlene Young from Christ
United Methodist conducted the training for a class of 10.

On February 11, 2008, Cary United Methodist commissioned Barry Booker, Marie Colbert, Elfine Hansen, Sue
Heiser, Joan Prather and Nancy Petriak as Stephen Ministers.

Our Stephen Ministry began providing caring visits to two care receivers in October of 2007. We have gradu-
ally added more care receivers and have provided care to a total of seven care receivers. Terminal illness, long
term illness, loneliness, and divorce recovery are some of the situations with which we have been able to help.

Here are some statistics for 10 months that we have been providing caring visits:
