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Frustration, inritability and

disappointment are part of life. But
you don’thave to give into these unpleas-
ant feelings. When you are feeling outof
sorts, do something to shift yvour state of
mind. SOME WAYS TO DO THIS
MIGHT BE........

Ignore the clock. Whenever time tsn’t
truly important, take off your watch. At
home, turn the clock the other way. Live in
the flow of time --- without having to
measure it. You'll feel free.

Explore someone else’s world. How
much do you really know about your
neighbors, your coworkers, your mail car-
rier? Start asking questions. Being curious
about others allows you to forget about
your own problems ---and helps you make
new friends.

Plan a vacation. Part ofthe pleasure of
any holiday 1s the anticipation. Rather than
regard the planning phase as a chore, savor
it. Your attitude will help determine how
much you enjoy the vacation and the time
leading up to it.

Downplay mistakes. Saying “Oops!” after
an accident 15 one ofthe first things a child
learns.

You’ll be surprised how
eager others will be to help.

Give a compliment. When you have
something nice to say, say it. We all know
how good it feels to be praised. Give
someone that pleasure when it’s deserved.
It wall be remembered with a smile. And
that’s a compliment to you.

Also, take amoment to congratulate your-
self when you've reached one of your
goals........no matter how small. Savor the
little tnumphs--—--losing five pounds,
finishing a home-improvement project,
teaching your child something new. Self-
praise helps you feel good about yourself,
which, in turn, helps you be enthustastic
about whatever you do.

Say no to distractions. Just as your TV
has a mute button, you can “turn off”
annoying distractions that drain your
energy. If you begin to feel overwhelmed,
turn offthe cell phone, the pager and the
telephone ringer. Read abook, watch a
movie or just sit quietly and write down
creative thoughts that come to you. Enjoy
the freedom that arare bit of silence can
bring.

Téell a little white lie (to y our self). Some-
times we all feel like crawling into bed,
pulling the covers over our head and call-
ing it quits. That’s the time to tell a selec-
tive fib or two. It’s mind over matter. Say
“I feel great!” often enough, and you’ll
start to believe it.
