Capital Funds T Parking Lot Project
Your vision and efforts are being realized — the flooring is installed, and we’ve committed to repaving the parking lot in
early summer.

The church has signed a contract with Curran Contracting to repave the parking lot. The increasing cost of petroleum
products also increases the cost of blacktopping. Curran presented a very generous quote, offering prior year pricing if
we complete the project by July 1.

Project financial summary

Paving project quote $73,000
Funds to pay for the project:
Capital Funds — project funds already collected $ 8,000
Parking Lot designated funds already collected 20,000
Capital Funds — project funds pledged, yet to collect 38,000
Funds still needed 7,000

Curran has also offered generous financing: half of the funds due when the paving is complete, and the remainder by the
end of the year.

The funds for this project will come from two designated-giving funds: (1) Capital Funds’ giving — split 50% capital
projects and 50% mortgage pay-down, and (2) Parking Lot designated giving — 100% to the parking lot project.

Israel and Palestine Study

Approximately 30 men and women gathered for breakfast Saturday morning, April 5 at the
UMM/UMW breakfast at church. We were fortunate to have Barry Miller as our speaker. He pre-
sented a 75 minute PowerPoint and video presentation which capsulated the longer class he taught for
the Northern Illinois Conference School of Christian Mission, and fielded questions from several very
informed listeners. After travel to the Middle East and extensive study, Barry feels called to share in-
formation that our American media does not. One woman thanked him for his excellent presentation,
stating that she learned so much...perhaps more than she wanted to know. We will be following up
our time of recalling the significant political history with a poignant program at our May salad lunch-
eon called “Made in the Image of God”, allowing us, however briefly, to learn more of the peoples of
Palestine/Israel...Christians, Jews, and Muslims. We are working toward an adult Sunday School
Class beginning in the fall, as a time block to view informative DVD presentations on topics including
the story of Racheal Corey, a young American that lost her life trying to help a Palestinian Family
save their home. We also look forward to including a speaker from Church Woman United who trav-
eled to the Holy Land in December 2007. I hope you will be alert to happenings in these areas in the
news, and come to share and learn as God calls us to be aware and pray for peace and justice for all the
people of the world.
